Dystopian World Ideas – Use them as a jumping off point or create your own.
* Electricity no longer works.

* Cloned dinosaurs.

* Aliens take over and keep us as pets.

* Memories are stored online and downloaded as needed; yours gets mixed up and you receive a secret government plan. They come after you.

* The ozone is gone. Sunshine is deadly.

*A huge natural disaster has struck – volcanic eruption, meteor/asteroid, tsunami, oil spill, etc. The climate’s natural resources have taken a massive hit.
*People can create “designer babies” and choose the exact features, appearance, traits, gender they want for their child.

*Computer chips are installed in our brains at birth.

*A rare and incurable disease strikes.

*A zombie apocalypse occurs…and then doctors find a cure…but are those who were inflicted ever truly cured?
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Narrative writing can be either fiction or non-fiction.  It is the art of story telling, of creatively revealing what happened in a clear and lively sequence of events.
